We are going through the largest, fastest shift in religious
attendance in our country’s history, with an estimated 40 million
people leaving church over the past 25 years. All churches in all
denominations in all parts of the country are experiencing the effects
of this contraction in membership. For many small churches, this
historical shift threatens our very survival, not to mention the survival
of outreach ministries that have been a critical link in the
community’s safety net.

How are we to respond to these changes? More importantly,
what can we do not just to survive, but to continue to be an effective
witness to the Gospel? How does this seemingly dire situation inspire
us to creativity and innovation rather than panic?

These are questions we’re going to be looking at the Small
Churches Conference scheduled for April 12-13 at Grace Episcopal

Church, Canton. This gathering will revive an older conference of
small churches that fell by the wayside in recent years. With 75% of
the Episcopal churches in Mississippi having an average Sunday
attendance of 75 people or fewer, this is a conversation that affects
the entire Diocese.

The goal of our conference is not to dwell on what has been lost,
but rather to focus on the strengths of small churches and the
opportunities for innovative ministry to meet this moment. Bishop
Seage will join us, along with the Rev. Lisa Fischbeck, the founding
Vicar of the Episcopal Church of the Advocate in Chapel Hill, NC
and author of Behold What Y ou Are: Becoming the Body of Christ.
