The Lasagna Garden 
Ministry at the Juvenile 
Detention Center was 
constructed on August 21, by 
the students, Tommy Skinner 
and Theo and Josie Williams. 
The materials—pine straw, 
conditioner, metromix and 
aged–manure—were donated 
by a parishioner. The peat 
moss, cotton burr and kits 
were donated by St. Alban’s. 
Students will plant seed in 
small containers and once 
they are seedlings transplant 
them in the lasagna garden. 

The students were very 
enthusiastic about putting the 
garden together. The garden 
was constructed by putting down garbage bags on the concrete and then placing the 
kit on the garbage bag. Layered newspapers were placed about two inches thick and 
followed by chopped leaves, aged manure, peat moss, green clippings, compost and 
metromix. This was repeated until all items were depleted and finished with a layer of 
pine straw. The garden will be watered every other day. The seeds will be planted in 
about ten days.   

The School Lunch Ministry has been initiated to assist with school lunch 
money for students whose parents need assistance. The daily cost lunch for all 
students is $2.50 and breakfast is $0.75 for elementary and $1.00 for secondary 
students. Weekly cost of lunch is $12.50 for all students and breakfast is $3.75 for 
elementary students and $5.00 for secondary students.
