Finally —four days, two pharmacies and three clerks later — I had my prescription.

This incident brings to mind a wonderful thought from the first night of
Vacation Bible School. The theme is God Keeps His Promises. This was a perfect way to
end a hectic day. Singing the song with the preschoolers Never Give Up was exactly
what I needed to bring me back to my senses after all the chaos.

How easy is it to remember that God is in control and He always keeps His
promises.
